Incident At approximately 2:20 p.m., Santa Clara County Fire Department was dispatched to
Summary: a report of a male subject in the Los Gatos Creek. The first arriving engine found a
single patient on a steep concrete slope of the creek, near a ‘spillway’ in the area of
the Camden Ave./San Tomas Expessway overpass.
